GENERAL INFORMATION: Use & sirands of Embroidery
Floss, 4 strands of "“Strandsheen,’” or 1 strand of Pearl
Coetton or “'Brilliant.”

Most huck towels have vertical loops on ene side
and horizontal lvops on the other; each set of direc-
thons states on which side design is o be worked, Cut

thread into 30-inch lengths. When beginning weaving,
leave 3 inches of thread free. When weaving is com-
pleted, weave back through design [or | inch, or equiv-
alent, Finish off 3-inch length in same manner. When
starting new thread in center of row, begin weaving
1 inch belore end of previous thread. When article hag
been completed, press well on wrong side.

Follow Diagram 3, repeating from
A to B lor design. Turn under selvedge at lower edge
and work hlanket st (Fig. 1) with Black along edge.
With Beauty Rose whip st (Fig. 2) along blanket st.
Gather top edge in to 16 inches and sew grosgrain
ribbon in place for waistband, leaving 1414 inches free
at each side for ties

Swedish Weaving or Huck Weaving is a
form of embroidery made possible by the
distinctive weave which for generations
has been traditional for linen hand towels.
Huckaback or huck toweling is the name
of the fabric. Because of its special use,
widths of 17", 36" and 54" are normal.
Formerly huck was made of linen in sev-
eral weights and in white only. Now it is
also available in colors; it comes in cotton
as well as in linen, and it is used for many
purposes.

Huckaback is woven so that certain
threads stand out on the surface of the
fabric. These visible threads or floats oc-
cur in a pattern that is characteristic of
the weave. On one side, single floats run
across the fabric from selvedge to sel-
vedge (at right angles to it), On the other
side, double floats run up and down the
fabric (parallel to the selvedge). Either
side may be used for Swedish Weaving.

In Swedish Weaving, the floats are used
as guides; embroidery thread is passed
under them to make the design. The side
of the fabric on which the double floats
are parallel to the selvedge provides the
most durable foundation for the embroi-
dery. The designs in this book are shown
worked on both sides.
